(Too
far, modesty, ... goes for guys AND gals)

Excellent question - “... where before sex do | draw the line?
holding hands? kissing?” - The answer isn’t quite as easy. And the

principles I'll try to spell out here apply to guys, too.

Marie has had friends where the first kiss was when the minister
said, “You may kiss the bride.” I’ll be honest, that is not where
Marie and | drew the line. We did a lot of kissing before we were
married... and a lot after, too. If you go back and find the article
“Thirsty Camels and Prince Charming” in previous issues of the
C&WC (look online at www.CrimsonWhite.org, back issues) you’ll
see in our story that we waited for the sex part. Find the article “Has
Character or Is a Character” in a back issue and at the end of the
article is a list of great reads on dating, etc.

The Biblical words are fornication... having intercourse with
someone you are not married to, adultery, and sexual immorality.
The Bible is very clear and specific about abstaining. Adultery

is where one or both people are married, but not to each other.

If you look up fornication, adultery, and sexual immorality in a
concordance, you will find dozens of mentions, and all except
the printing error on the first King James Bibles in 1611 will

say DO NOT do this or refer to it as unacceptable. (The printer
made a typeset error and left “not” out of Ex 20:14. Those are
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very rare collectors items, worth several
hundred thousand dollars. It was soon found
and corrected. It was a printing error, not a
translation error, etc. They had one at the Dead
Sea Scrolls Exhibit when it traveled the country
a couple years ago.) A few refer to spiritual
adultery, like 6 out of 33 is what | counted. It’s
a long list. | don’t think there’s any question
there. “Be specific,” you say. Okay. In Acts
15:20,29 and 21:25 “abstain from fornication.”
1 Corinthians 6:13,18. v.18-20: “Flee sexual
immorality. Every sin that a man does is
outside the body, but he who commits sexual
immorality sins against his own body. 190r do
you not know that your body is the temple of
the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have
from God, and you are not your own? 20For
you were bought at a price; therefore glorify
God in your body and in your spirit, which are
God’s.” 1 Cor 10:8. 1 Thessalonians 4:3 “For
this is the will of God, your sanctification: that
you should abstain from sexual immorality;”
Exodus 20:14 “ You shall not commit adultery.”
Is that clear? There shouldn’t be any question

that? That is “over the line.” And from Easton’s
Bible Dictionary, a few references: “In every form of it was sternly condemned by the Mosaic
law (Lev. 21:9; 19:29; Deut. 22:20, 21, 23-29; 23:18; Ex. 22:16).” That Exodus citation is
interesting: “16And if a man entice a maid that is not betrothed, and lie with her, he shall surely
endow her to be his wife.” - Translation: You “sleep” with her, you marry her.

| think maybe the best way to answer your “where do | draw the line” question is to say it’s like
a cliff. - Now me, | do not like cliffs. | do NOT like the edge of the roof. | can go up the ladder,
oh, 10 or 14 feet, if it’s reasonably sturdy. | can get on our roof (a one story house). But even
only one story up, | can walk around comfortably with the blower clearing leaves and stuff.

But | do NOT get right at the edge. My heart speeds up if | do. - So how close do you get to the
edge of the roof, or the edge of the cliff? - At some places where there is a steep drop off they
erect a railing. Some people stand behind the railing, some lean on the railing, some lean OVER
the railing. Me, | stand about 3 feet back from the railing if the cliff is deep enough.

Back to sex... You’re right, sometimes. You said, “ you do not just go from having dinner to
having sex in a few minutes.” And that is generally the case in real life, although not according
to some of what is portrayed in TV and movies. Just looked it up on line, an abcNews poll
showed 29% of people had sex on a first date. Another article asked the question, without an
answer, ‘How many of those had a second date?’ - So what happens for lasting relationships?
Generally there is a “build up,” it’s a path. The question might be phrased, “If | get on this path
that leads to sex at the end, where do | stop and sit on the bench along the side and say, ‘I’m not
going any further.”?” Let’s face it; reality; if you “go out” with someone, it might lead to more,
it might lead to marriage (since we’re not talking arranged marriages here, you’ll not marry
someone you don’t go out with), and marriage will include sex. Sex is a part of intimacy; it is a
mystical union; it bonds people. “Every date is a potential mate.” Choose carefully who you go
out with.

Getting on the path starts with even talking with someone, maybe you like them, so you spend
some time together. - In some cultures even today, that’s not even allowed, you don’t even
START on the path. - The next question is, “How far down the path do | go?’ - For some, they
may go over the guard railing and hang out over the edge of the cliff with a safety rope to get
a picture, or just for the feeling. With sex you might say this is the equivalent of getting naked
but he has a condom on, just in case you fall. Some people they can handle being closer to

the railing than others. That may be “necking,” or Kisses, or holding hands. - There was an
interesting movie on TV last weekend shown by Hallmark called “Loving Leah.” (It will be
available at Hallmark card shops by the end of Feb ‘09.) Story line: She was from an orthodox
Jewish family, married, her husband died soon after, they had no children. So Jewish custom

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was that if he had an unmarried brother, the brother was supposed
to marry the widow to produce children so the dead brother’s name
would live on and not be forgotten. They didn’t really want to do
this, but a lot of family pressures... So they got married, a marriage
of convenience, in name only, separate bedrooms, just for show, and
the plan was that they would eventually dissolve the marriage as
unsuccessful in producing children for the brother, and they could
both then move on with their lives. - 1t’s a really cute movie. (Okay,
it’s a “chick flick.” But we both like “feel good,” “fun,” “romantic”
movies.) There’s more but | won’t tell you the whole story. - The
relevant point... At one point he notices she wears a wig. He sees

a picture she has of herself with husband #1 and has beautiful long
hair. She says that her beautiful hair is only for her husband’s eyes
and pleasure, other men aren’t to see it, enjoy it, or be tantalized by
her hair. ... It’s part of Jewish customs of modesty. ... There is a
book, written by a 20-something Jewish college grad titled Return
To Modesty, discovering the lost virtue (Shalit, 1999). On pages
3-4 the Jewish “laws of modesty” were summarized in a story she
tells of 3 pictures an elderly couple show her of their granddaughter.
The engagement picture - a thin line of blue sky separated them

in the picture, not all “huggie.” The wedding picture - embracing
tightly. On the beach, holding the baby, and she’s wearing a hat.

... “Amarried woman cannot leave her hair uncovered,” says the
grandfather. ... Wendy’s summary of Jewish modesty: “No touching,
touching, wear a hat.” ... Modesty. “Touching” had a proper place.
The hat; protecting, reserving what is only for each other in the
marriage.

Back to your question of “Where do you draw the line?” - Sorry,

I can’t give you a simple answer. You have to decide. - For the
“modestyniks” in Return to Modesty it may be “no touching.” For
some it’s no kissing. For others... there is a scene and dialog from
an old episode of “7th Heaven” on TV that goes like this. The

little sister is asking the big sister these same kinds of “How far?”
questions. The big sister says something like, ‘If you stick to just
kissing, you won’t have to worry about any of the rest of that stuff.’

Once you get too close to the cliff, the ground may crumble and give
way, you might trip and fall, the railing breaks, someone may even
push you accidentally or on purpose... and you fall over the cliff.

Love and sex are both very emotionally charged things. And
emotions can run over logic and rationality. YOU have to decide
where “the line” is ahead of time. Know what you want and don’t
want. In the heat of the moment, the brain and logic and reason may
not necessarily function well. Sex is not referred to as “sleeping
with someone” for nothing. The brain sort of goes into neutral for
thinking, making rational choices, while “sleeping,” in both senses
of the word. - Like an athlete practices and practices until they don’t
have to think, it’s burned into their brain, “This is how we __.” That
is what you rehearse. “No. No further. Stop.”

Guys and gals... the way you dress... At some schools, high schools
and a few colleges, there are “dress codes” and behavior standards.
Part of the dress code is about modesty. And, okay, I’m a guy,

and guys’ brains are wired differently than girls. It’s true, a literal
biological fact. Guys think differently than girls. And some girls
really don’t know what they are doing to the guys around them by
how they dress. And then again some are very much aware of the
attention that certain attire attracts. - There is a line from another
book on modesty, (Sexy Girls, How Hot Is Too Hot? DiMarco, 2006,
back cover) that goes, “If it ain’t on the menu, keep it covered up!”

- A short skirt, that when you sit down you feel like you need to tug
your hem down to be at least sort-of-modest, is too short. Modest
doesn’t mean frumpy. You can dress super-sharp in a medium or long
skirt or pants. You can be “frumpy” in a medium or long skirt. You
can be immodest in a super tight long skirt with aslitup to __. - Too
tight? Not good. Sloppy doesn’t speak well of what you are trying to
say either. Is your attire saying “Hey! Look at this sexy person over
here!” or are you making a statement that says, “There is quality over|
here; got-it-together, self-confident.” Do your clothes draw people’s
eyes to your face or your body? - If you are drawing attention to
your body, and that’s what you are “advertising,” don’t be surprised
when people assume that’s what’s “on the menu.” - And I’ve seen
guys dress to attract attention, too. This isn’t just a gal thing. — In
Matthew 5:28, Jesus addressed lust, and lust is stirred often by what
is “advertised” by you (guys and girls). He says, “ But | say to you
that whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already committed
adultery with her in his heart.”

And the last thing you ask about in your email. — A “purity ring” is

a reminder to yourself and a statement to others. You decide what
that statement is. It certainly is to say, “I am keeping sexually pure
for my future spouse.” Does that mean no kissing, hugging, ... That
has to be YOUR decision what YOU feel is too much. It specifically
says no to sex. - Some people take rings off to remove the statement,
they aren’t really committed. ... | am reminded of the Camp Pastor
at M-Fuge one Summer. He told of his friends who he knew were
having sex. He said, ‘I asked him how he could do that, especially
when you both wear WWJD bracelets? And my friend replied, Oh,
we take the bracelets off when we’re having sex.” They lacked an
internal commitment. The bracelet, like an ring, is external. A “purity
ring” should be a serious statement worn on the outside representing
a serious commitment on the inside.

Deciding to be abstinent and not “do it” can allow

your relationships to grow and become more secure.
Allow time to get to know each other, share thoughts, and
to become best friends...

It
may even hurt the relationship. Slow down! Get to know
each other .... Explain each other’s feelings and needs.
