Denial ... or Jesus Freak... or...

    In John, Chapters 18, 19, 20 and 21 is the Easter story. The tragedy. The pain. The
rejection. ... And the glorious conclusion... Well, no, it isn’t a conclusion. It’s kind of like a
book that ends with an unfinished sentence that continues in the sequel. Or a TV show that
ends with a “To be continued” on the screen because it will pick up next week and go on.
    The focus of the Easter story is not about crucifixion and the death of Jesus. The focus is
on the resurrection! But even there that’s not the end of the story. As the “Gospels” close, the
book of Acts open with Jesus leaving. The disciples are standing there looking up at the sky
and the angel says, ‘Hey! What are you doing just staring at the sky. This same Jesus that left
will come back!’ (Acts 1:11, Rich’s paraphrase). As Paul Harvey would say, “And now the
rest of the story...” Well, the “rest of the story” includes ‘What are you doing? Are you just
standing there staring, or are you going to get on with DOing what Jesus said to do?’
    In the Easter musical-drama at our church, I get to play Judas. - Hmm. I wonder why she
picked me? ... Okay. Anyway... - We need to read scripture carefully and not just grabbing bits
and pieces. The classic is the guy (it is told as a guy because... I don’t think I want to go there)
who decides to let God talk to him through the Bible. So he just lets it fall open to a page and
points. His finger falls on Matthew 27:5 (This is where Judas repents of his betrayal, tries to
return the 30 pieces of silver, and then ...) “And he cast down the pieces of silver in the
temple, and departed, and went and hanged himself.” (KJV) He closes his Bible and lets it fall
open to another page and points his finger and it lands on Luke 10:37 - “Then said Jesus unto
him, Go, and do thou likewise” (KJV) - See the danger of taking just little pieces out of
context? - What if he had happened on Deuteronomy 15:17 as the second verse? (“And also
unto thy maidservant thou shalt do likewise.”) God doesn’t tell us to be mass murders. That
conflicts with the rest of the book, the whole theme, the principles elsewhere. - We had a
pastor who often said, A text out of context is a pretext.” Don’t interpret things out of their
context. - Where was I? ...
    The Easter story has all this gore and disappointments. Failures. Betrayals. - Judas thinks
of his own pocket, - ‘Hey, they’ll pay me, they rough him up a bit, harass him, in a couple
days he’s okay, and I’m that much richer.’ - Then when he sees the result, not what he
expected, he repents, but he is now, he thinks, partly responsible for Jesus being condemned
to be crucified. This is not pretty at all. And kind of like in Macbeth, he’s trying to remove the
blood from his hand by returning the cash. Doesn’t work. Can’t deal with the guilt. And he
hangs himself. - Hey don’t be too hard on him. He had a little “I” trouble, like we all do at
some time or another. And it says he did repent (Matthew 27:3). The problem is that, then as
now, we can’t control what happens next once we do something. Things sometimes “get out
of hand.” “I didn’t plan for that to happen.” - Peter wants to see what is happening. He
mingles in the crowd. Is identified as one of the “Jesus guys” (John 18) and adamantly denies
it! Three times! Not what he planned and said he’d do. But the pressure!
    And then is the crucifixion itself. I’ve read a little bit. I saw the Mel Gibson movie. A
crucifixion is intended to be a publicly humiliating, brutal, very slow and painful death. The
pictures... It’s worse. It is awful.  And Jesus did this for you (and me). He did this so that He
wouldn’t have to spend Eternity without YOU (and me). He paid a debt He didn’t owe
because we owed a debt we couldn’t pay.
    Know one of my favorite characters and short blips? It’s Luke 23: 39-43. The one thief, all
he does is acknowledge that Jesus doesn’t deserve when he’s getting and says, ‘Remember me
when you go to your kingdom.’ Not some eloquent prayer. No good works. Wasn’t baptized
(I’ve had people want to argue about that sort of stuff). Probably wasn’t a guy they saw
regularly at synagogue. All he did was acknowledge that Jesus was perfect and wasn’t being
crucified for anything he had done. Jesus took him just as he was, a mess, and with what little
he knew and with what little he could do he acknowledged Jesus. And that was enough. He
didn’t have to get a 2 year perfect attendance pin at Sunday School. No test. And Jesus says,
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Crimson & White? What’s this?
... This letter is part of a ministry primarily to students and
singles. It started with college students. Now about 60% of
the mailing list are college students, 20% middle and high
school, and 10% are age 22 to 30, and we’ll just leave ages
unsaid for the last 10% since, well, they’re old..

    A college student reader chose the name Crimson and
White Connection based on Isaiah 1:18 in the Bible
“Come now, let us reason together,” says the LORD.
“Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as
snow; though they are red as crimson, they shall be like
wool.” The cleansing of our nature and our sins is a univer-
sal need. If you base your trust for entrance into Heaven in
Jesus, God’s Son, and His death and resurrection on your
behalf, then your crimson stains are made white as wool.
Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life. There is no other
way. If you admit that you can not reach God’s standard,
are repentant and sorry for your short fall (sin) and have
asked Him to forgive you, then He has forgiven you. If you
are truly repentant, then there will be evidence of that in
your actions, your life. - - If the “religion police” were to
arrest you, would you be turned loose for “lack of evi-
dence”? Or would the evidence of your actions convict you
of being a Christian?

    Many Christians do not really understand the Christian worldview.
Many do not know the historic biblical plotline and how it all relates.
While recognizing they have a relationship with God through Christ,
many are unsure as to why this salvation is a universal truth and necessity
for all. Many are even unsure as to how their present relationship with
Christ relates to history and the future. All this leads to a profound doubt
and lack of confidence with respect to the evangelistic task. Why would
we share the good news if we cannot fully articulate why it is good?
    The plotline and great story of Scripture places the gospel of Christ in
its overall context, making it intelligible, meaningful, and compelling.
The biblical view of history is paradise lost to paradise regained in the
eternal plan of God. The good news of salvation is necessary for all
because there is, indeed, bad news. Something is very wrong! We need
Christ and his sacrificial death to redeem us from the curse and restore
humanity to himself. It is a story worth telling.
    As we recover biblical literacy in the church and the consequent
appreciation of the Christian worldview Christians themselves will have a
coherent and compelling comprehension of the message they will want to
share. And when our message is both coherent and compelling, non-
believers who find Christianity something of a mystery will begin to grasp
what it is these “proclaimers of strange divinities” (Acts 17) are talking
about.
    True evangelism is a comprehensible communication and announce-
ment of the dramatic action and rule of God in history culminating in the
advent of Christ, his life, death, and resurrection. This does not mean that
friendship, social action, literature, and the arts do not greatly contribute
to people’s receptivity to the gospel—they do. Our call is to be living
letters devoted to an evangelistic lifestyle. But without this clear
explanation and declaration, our task is incomplete. This is why I believe
that apologetics—giving a reasoned defense and justification for belief—is
inseparable from evangelism itself.

Of course, to share the faith can be intimidating at times, especially with
friends and family. But there is perhaps nothing more wonderful or joyous
in the Christian life than having the opportunity to lead someone to faith
in Christ as we are co-workers with the Holy Spirit in his miraculous
activity. Just to be a link in the chain of a person’s journey to faith is one
of the greatest privileges afforded to us.
    People need meaningful friendship, but above all they need Christ. Why
not begin praying for two or three people, that God would bring them to
faith and use you in the process? Why not take the opportunity this year
to begin to step out in a new God-given confidence in sharing your faith?
If you have no sphere of influence, pray that God will bring you one. Last
year I joined a local soccer league and invested in relationships with my
neighbors in order to build more relationships with those lost and without
Christ in this world. I am constantly amazed by the work God is doing in
every heart to draw people to himself, and how open people can be to
hearing about the hope that is in us.
    As we find our identity and confidence in Christ, put our faith in the
truth of his Word, grow in our knowledge, and depend on the Holy Spirit
for his enabling, we can be confident that God will grant us success. Let us
remember that God is love and He sent his Son into the world to seek and
save the lost. He has a vested interest. And let us look to God that He
would move again from sea to sea.

    Have you ever wondered what some of the “Bible words”
mean? Lets face it, English is bad enough with words derived
from lots of other languages with lots of exceptions to rules.
    Like I tell my Math classes, and they resist, if you don’t
understand the words and what they mean, you don’t know
what is being said. You have to properly use and understand
words.
    I first really started to be interested when I was to read the
scripture in church one Sunday and there was a footnote in my
Bible, can’t find it right now, but it went something like this:
‘Hallelu was Hebrew for praise and Yah is a shortened form of
Yahweh.’ They weren’t allowed to even say the name of God. It
was felt that if you said the name of God, then, like the heathen
gods, you could tell the god what to do. For the Jews, their God
told them what to do, not the other way around.
   So this Easter, I got interested in another word, Hosanna. Is
this a name or what? So in my computer I have a plethora
(there’s a word some of you may know and others need to look
up) of books and translations as part of a software package
called QuickVerse (I recommend it). Here’s what I found for
Hosanna and Hallelujah... and then El Shaddai, too.

From Holman’s Bible Dictionary
    HALLELUJAH (Hal lih lew jah) Exclamation of praise that recurs
frequently in the Book of Psalms meaning, “Praise Yahweh!” In
particular, Psalms 146-150 sometimes are designated the Hallelujah
Psalms. In the Psalms God is praised for His power, His wisdom, His
blessings, and the liberation of His people.
    HOSANNA (Hoh san’ nuh) Cry with which Jesus was greeted on
the occasion of His triumphal entrance into Jerusalem (Mark 11:9). The
words with which the Savior was welcomed by the multitude are drawn
from Psalm 118:25-26. “Hosanna” is a Hebrew or Aramaic word that is
best translated as a prayer: “Save now,” or “Save, we beseech Thee.”
When the residents of Jerusalem, carrying palm branches, met Jesus and
hailed Him as the One who comes in the name of the Lord, they
included in their acclamation a plea for salvation.
    NAMES OF GOD The name of God holds an important key to
understanding the doctrine of God and the doctrine of revelation. The
name of God is a personal disclosure and reveals His relationship with
His people. His name is known only because He chooses to make it
known. To the Hebrew mind, God was both hidden and revealed,
transcendent and immanent. Even though he was mysterious, lofty, and
unapproachable, He bridged the gap with humankind by revealing His
name.
    SHADDAI (sha’ di) Transliteration of Hebrew name for God, often
translated, “Almighty” following the earliest Greek translation.  ...
ALMIGHTY Title of God, translating Hebrew El Shaddai.

    HALLELUJAH   Praise ye Jehovah, frequently rendered “Praise ye
the Lord,” stands at the beginning of ten of the Psalms (Ps. 106, 111-
113, 135, 146—150), hence called “hallelujah psalms.” From its
frequent occurrence it grew into a formula of praise. The Greek form of
the word (Hallelujah) is found in Rev. 19:1, 3, 4, 6.
